• Sweep, mop, and sanitize production and warehouse areas 
• Replace filters, lightbulbs, and perform small maintenance tasks

• Load and unload materials by hand or using pallet jacks/dollies 
• Move and stack cases (typically 20–30 lbs each; occasional lifting up to 50 lbs)
